Attendance Policy

State law requires the regular school attendance of all children of school age.  Regular school attendance is essential for success in school; therefore, absences need to be limited and shall be excused only for necessary and important reasons. ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION GUIDELINES & PROCEDURES EX-1: “In order for absences relating to illness, doctor appointment, bereavement, family emergencies, or district approved family vacation to be counted as excused absences, the school must be notified of the absence prior to the absence or when the absence occurs by the parent or legal guardian who has custody of the student.”
Students are expected to:
· Attend class regularly and on time.

· Report to the attendance office BEFORE they attend class, if they arrive late to school
· Check out at the attendance office when leaving campus during school hours. A parent/guardian must come to the attendance office and sign out their student to leave campus.
· Check out with the school nurse when leaving school due to illness (Parental permission is required).
Parents are expected to: 
· Ensure that their child is attending class regularly and promptly. 

· Check their student out at the attendance office when leaving campus during school hours. 
· A parent/guardian must come to the attendance office and sign out their student to leave campus.

· Communicate with the school about planned absences including:  family events and medical appointments.

· Promote success in school by scheduling medical appointments before or after school hours and by scheduling family vacations during school breaks.
Teachers are expected to:

· Conference with students regarding absences from their class.

· Communicate attendance problems with parents/guardians.

· Document in writing all parent/guardian contacts made.

· Comply with the school attendance policy.

Attendance Committee

The Attendance Committee is a group of teachers, counselors and administrator with the purpose of increasing the attendance rate of students at Amphi High School. Students will be contacted to meet with this committee. The meeting will occur when students have acquired 8 total absences be they excused or unexcused. The purpose of this meeting is to make students aware of the number of their absences and to stress the importance of attending school regularly. It is also within this process that the committee members place students on an attendance contract to aide the student in attaining credit for their classes. The contract will state that the student will have no more absences baring bereavement, medical emergency, family emergency and situations with administrative approval. This agreement will be in place from the date students are placed on contract to the end of the current semester.
Attendance Office
· The automated phone system will call home on the day of each absence from class.

· The Attendance Office will inform parents/guardians by phone call or letter when a student has unexcused absences.
Absences and Class Work
Assigned work missed due to an excused absence may be made up for full credit. The student will be permitted no less than the same number of days they were absent to complete the make-up work.

High School Graduation Requirements

All students must have a total of 22 credits or more and have passed all three parts of the AIMS test.  The requirements below are specific; the balance of credits are to be selected from elective courses for a minimum total 22 credits. Students are encouraged to take a full load of 6 classes each year to be best prepared for post-high school options.

Student Discipline

Appropriate student behavior is essential to an educational environment that supports learning.

Students in school sometimes engage in behavior that is not consistent with classroom and school guidelines.  In such cases, disciplinary action is both appropriate and necessary.  In keeping with its responsibility to hold pupils accountable for their behavior, the Governing Board recognizes the need to establish guidelines for disciplinary actions.  

The purposes of disciplinary actions are to:

· Preserve the safety, health, and general well being of students and/or staff.

· Maintain an atmosphere conducive to learning.

· Hold students accountable for their behavior.

· Establish discipline when needed.

Student Rights

Students have certain due process rights in matters of discipline.  Due process is the provision to a student of:  1) notice of charges against him/her regarding an alleged misconduct, and 2) an opportunity to be heard regarding the charges, i.e., an opportunity to present his/her version of the situation.

Notification of Parents

Appropriate notification is important in ensuring the involvement and cooperation of the family, as well as protecting the interests of the student. Persons responsible for the student shall be notified in an appropriate and timely manner. 

Threats

Arizona law makes it illegal to make any kind of threat toward a school or anyone at school. If any threatening behavior occurs, it must be reported to police, and can result in expulsion. 

Types of Discipline
Disciplinary measures may include reprimand, removal from academic class or non-class activities, restriction of movement on campus, detention, in-school suspension, behavioral contracts, suspension, and/or expulsion.  Corporal punishment may not be used.

Mandatory Disciplinary Actions

In most matters of discipline, schools are given the authority to determine disciplinary consequences. However, violations of the student code of conduct involving weapons, drugs or alcohol, assault, extortion, and arson pose a serious threat to the safety and welfare of students and/or staff.  Therefore, the Governing Board has directed mandatory consequences for violations in those areas.  Students involved in violations with weapons, the use or possession of drugs or alcohol, assault, extortion, and arson shall be suspended for nine (9) school days.  Based upon the results of an informal hearing conducted by the school administrator, the student may be placed on probationary status or be recommended for long-term suspension or expulsion from Amphitheater Public Schools.

Notification of Law Enforcement Agency or Other Legal Authority

If school authorities believe evidence exists that a student has committed a crime, the appropriate enforcement agency will be notified and a report made.  

A student suspected of criminal behavior may be questioned as a suspect without prior permission from the person(s) responsible for the student.

Student Suspension Information

Students have the right to make up all work missed as a result of a suspension from school. However, it is the student’s responsibility to contact his/her teachers and make arrangements for the completion of the work missed upon returning to school.  Students will be provided at least the amount of time equivalent to the length of the suspension to complete make-up work.  Students need to make arrangements upon their return to school.
As a courtesy to our students, requests for work will be sent to teachers for all nine-day suspensions; however, teachers are not required to provide work during the suspension. If work is submitted, a parent or representative may pick the work up at the Counseling Office Students are encouraged to complete all work and have it returned as soon as it is completed.

Expectations during a Suspension

· Contact your counselor.
· Call, write or email your teachers regarding class work, assignments and discussions.
· Contact classmates for class notes and other relevant information.
· Maintain due dates on long-term projects and assignments.
· Call the Counseling Office at 696-5357 to see if you have assignments.
· Complete and submit work throughout the duration of the suspension.
· Maintain a regular schedule to include time to study and complete assignments.


District Code of Conduct
Conduct on School District Premises

The principal and faculty of each school have established school-specific rules for student behavior and conduct in the school classrooms, common rooms, hallways and other areas used by students, including all school grounds and facilities.  Such rules are in addition to those contained in the Amphitheater High School Code of Conduct.   Such rules must, however, be consistent with this Code of Conduct and the policies adopted by the Governing Board and law.

Students must comply with both the District-wide Student Code of Conduct and with all rules established by the principal and faculty of the school they attend. A student’s failure or refusal to comply with the rules of the school will subject the student to disciplinary action, which may include suspension or expulsion.

Students shall not engage in improper behavior; the following are some examples of improper behavior:

· Any conduct intended to obstruct, disrupt, or interfere with teaching, research, service, administrative or disciplinary functions, or any activity sponsored or approved by the Board.

· Threatening an educational institution by interference with or disruption of the school per A.R.S. 13-2911 and 15-841. 

· Physical abuse of or threat of harm to any property or at District sponsored or supervised functions.

· Damage or threat of damage to property of the District, regardless of the location, or to property of a member of the community or a visitor to the school, when such property is located on District controlled premises.

· Forceful or unauthorized entry to or occupation of District facilities, including both buildings and grounds. 

· Unlawful use, possession, distribution, or sale of tobacco, alcohol, or drugs or other illegal contraband on District property or at school-sponsored functions.

· Conduct or speech that violates commonly accepted standards of the District and that, under the circumstances, has no redeeming social value.

· Failure to comply with the lawful directions of District officials or any other law enforcement officers acting in performance of their duties, and failure to identify themselves to such officials or officers when lawfully requested to do so.  

· Carrying or possessing a weapon on school grounds.

Any student who violates these policies and regulations may be subject to discipline up to expulsion, in addition to other civil and criminal prosecution.

Where & When Does The Student Code of Conduct Apply?

The Code of Conduct does not only apply to students while they are at their school.  This Student Code of Conduct applies to students at other times including:

· During regular school hours.

· While the student is being transported by the school bus, or by other transportation arranged or approved by the school district.

· During school sponsored events.

· During field trips.

· During athletic functions, whether at District schools or non-district schools.

· When the student is traveling to and from school by any means.

· At times and places where a principal or other school employee has jurisdiction or authority over students.

· During other activities associated with the school in any way.

· On school or district grounds at any time, whether school is in session or not.

Additionally, the principal may take disciplinary action when a student’s misconduct away from school has a detrimental effect on other students or on the orderly educational process or the district, because the violation is directly connected to prior violations at school or threatens to produce further violations at school.

In addition to the Student Handbook, students will be issued the Amphitheater Unified School District Handbook of Students Rights and Responsibilities.  All students and parents/guardians are expected to review and adhere to these guidelines and all District policies related to student conduct.
Amphitheater High School Dress Code

Students are expected to observe standards of modesty appropriate for school or work settings in their dress; for example, to be clean in appearance, and to wear footwear for reasons of health and safety. 

The student shall not:

· Display obscene, profane, or sexual language, connotations, pictures or gestures.

· Promote alcohol, drugs, gangs or tobacco

· Show disrespect and/or bigotry toward any group or person.

· Present a physical safety hazard to self or others.

· Create an atmosphere in which the well being of others is hindered by undue pressure, intimidation, or threat of violence.  Examples include, but are not limited to bandanas, certain numbered athletic jerseys, hair nets, scarves as headgear (except for religious purposes), spiked jewelry, wallet chains, gang related markings on hats, clothing, and personal items.

· Wear clothing that interferes with school work, creates disorder, or disrupts the educational program.

· Expose midriffs, shoulders (minimum 1” strap), backs (no halters or half/diagonal backs), cleavage, buttocks, upper thighs, or undergarments.

· Wear an undershirt by itself.  It must be worn under an appropriate shirt.

The following actions will be taken for those students who do not adhere to the Dress Code.
· The student will be required to change into clothes supplied by Amphi High School. The student may pick up his/her personal clothing upon return of laundered school’s clothing.

· Continued violation of Dress Code will result in discipline for insubordination and may, subsequently, result in suspension.
· Refusal to change clothing will be considered “insubordination.”

Medical Insurance

Amphitheater High School does not provide medical insurance coverage for students. Parents/guardians are responsible for all medical costs due to injuries.  The Activities Office can provide the name of an insurance company that provides school day or 24-hour insurance coverage for students.

Health Center

The Health Office is open each day from 7:30 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. and is staffed by a registered nurse certified in the state of Arizona.  The Health Center provides health education, counseling, and emergency care for students and staff.  When a student becomes ill or has an accident at school, emergency care will be provided.  A parent/guardian will be notified of the situation.  It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to provide further care. 

If a student becomes ill or has an accident during the school day, the student is to obtain a pass from the classroom teacher and report to the Nurse.  

**All accidents are to be reported to the Health Office.
**Students will be seen without a pass only if the illness or accident occurs when the student is not in class or in the case of an emergency.

After an examination, the Nurse may send the student to class or, if the condition indicates that the student should be sent home, a parent/guardian will be contacted for authorization to release the student.  However, students must check out of school through the Health Office and be issued a check out slip prior to leaving campus. Students who are injured on the way to or from school, or at a District designated event off campus, must notify the Nurse.  If a parent/guardian or others listed on the Emergency Care Card cannot be contacted paramedics may be called and the student may be transported for treatment. The signature of a parent/guardian on the Emergency Card indicates consent for treatment.

Occasionally, the Nurse’s duties may require being off campus.  If an emergency arises with a student during such a time, staff will handle the situation by calling the appropriate service offering supportive help.

Medications
Medication brought onto campus must be prescribed by a student’s physician, and must be accompanied by either a Special Medication Permit or a doctor’s prescription form. The medication must be given to the Nurse, who will administer it to the student.  

A prescription drug must be in the original pharmacy container, labeled with the student’s name, the date the medication was issued, the name of the medication, the dosage, the time(s) the medication must be administered, and the date it is to be discontinued.  

Whenever possible, it is requested that a parent/guardian bring the medication to school and give it to either the School Nurse or to an Administrator.  If this is not possible, it is then requested that the medication be sent in a sealed envelope/container with the student. 

Medications will be taken in the presence of the Nurse or Principal assigned designee.
Non-prescription drugs may not be taken in school unless it is deemed necessary by the family doctor. The same procedures will be followed as for prescription drugs.

Students must sign out with the 

Health Office before leaving school ill.
General Rules and Regulations
Controlled Campus/ID Cards

In order to provide a safe learning environment for all Amphi students, entry onto the campus will be carefully controlled.  Students MUST carry their Identification (ID) Cards at ALL times.  When you are asked to show your ID, please do so.  Failure to show may prevent your entrance to the campus.  

A student ID is needed to obtain textbooks, return textbooks, and purchase tickets to school activities, prom/winter formal, and yearbooks.  Your ID is needed for reduced prices at athletic events, and is required to check out library materials.  If the ID is lost or stolen a duplicate can be purchased at the bookstore. Students withdrawing from Amphi must turn in their ID before they complete the withdrawal procedure.

seq level7 \h \r0 Off-Campus ID – Juniors and Seniors who have earned ten (10) or more credits may be issued an off-campus ID.  Off-campus ID’s are only issued by written parent/guardian consent.  This ID allows the student to leave during their lunch hour only; not at other times.  Misuse will result in the loss of off-campus privileges.

On-Campus ID - Any student with less than ten (10) credits will automatically be issued a restricted on-campus ID.

Students who leave or attempt to leave campus without an off-campus ID will receive disciplinary action.

Hall Passes
Students are to remain in the classroom for the entire class period. Students are not to be in the halls during class time unless they have an approved pass. Passes will not be issued to students during the first ten minutes of a class period.

Cellular Phones & Electronic Devices

In order to increase quality instruction with freedom from distraction in a safe environment, cellular phones, MP3 players and other electronic devices should not be brought to school.  Students who bring cellular phones, MP3 players or other electronic devices do so at their own risk and should use them only during passing periods and lunch.  Cellular phones or other electronic devices are not to be used to contact students during class time. Disciplinary action may result if a student is found using an electronic device during class time.

In order to maintain student confidentiality and any needed support, parents/guardians must contact an administrator to inform them of any family emergency or crisis. Students are not to be contacted during class time. 

An administrator and/or school counselor will notify the student and make all arrangements needed to assist the student and family during the emergency or crisis.
Hall Lockers/P.E. Lockers

Hall lockers are optional for student use. An individual locker and lock is available to each student at the time of registration.  Each student requesting a locker will be charged a locker fee ($5.00).  P.E. lockers will be issued free of charge.  To prevent theft of property and vandalism to the lock and locker, students are advised not to tell others their lock combination or share lockers.  
If theft or vandalism occurs, the school is NOT responsible for replacement of books, locks, or personal property. 
Students are to use only the assigned locker and locks issued by the Bookstore.  If non-issued locks are found on lockers, the Bookstore personnel may remove them unless special permission has been obtained to use a personal lock.  Lockers are the property of the District and are to be used only for school supplies and equipment.  The administration reserves the right to search any locker. (Replacement cost for a P.E. lock is $3.00)
Student Parking
Students are to park in the student lot only.  One parking permit will be issued to a student at a cost of $10.00. This permit must be placed on the driver’s side, lower left windshield of the registered vehicle and be displayed at all times when the vehicle is parked on the AHS campus.  

All student vehicles driven to school must be registered in the Bookstore.

Students must register their car(s) in the Bookstore by presenting the following:

· Student ID

· Arizona Registration

· Arizona Driver’s License

· Proof of Insurance

Students must follow city parking regulations and are not permitted to park in spaces designated as teacher, staff, visitor, handicapped, reserved spaces, or block access to buildings or driveways.  Any student whose vehicle is illegally parked (handicapped, fire hydrant, double-parked, etc.) will be subject to disciplinary and/or legal action. 

DRIVING ON CAMPUS IS A PRIVILEGE. RECKLESS DRIVING, IRRESPONSIBLE DRIVING, OR REPEATED INFRACTIONS OF REGULATIONS WILL RESULT IN REVOCATION OF THIS PRIVILEGE.  THIS ALSO INCLUDES FAILURE TO REGISTER A VEHICLE AND FAILURE TO DISPLAY A CURRENT AUTHORIZED PARKING PERMIT.

For reasons of student welfare and safety, loitering in parking lots is prohibited.  Immediately after parking the vehicle, the driver and any passengers are required to promptly leave the parking lot.  When leaving school at the close of classes, students are not to go to their cars until they are ready to promptly leave the parking area.

Students may NOT be in their cars in the parking lot at any time during the day or between classes. Students may not sit in their cars during lunch.  

Vehicle protection and items left in vehicles are the responsibility of the driver.

Search

When there is reasonable cause to suspect that a student or his/her possessions will or may disrupt or interfere with the order, discipline, or normal operations of the school and the health, welfare, or safety of the students, school personnel, or others, a search of the student’s possessions may be conducted by an administrator. 

The search of a student and/or his/her possessions or of a student’s locker, shall be considered the legal right of the school district under the guidelines established and outlined in Regulation 5172.  (District Policy 5172)

Library

The library is open from 7:45 am - 4:00 pm Monday through Friday.  The library maintains an academic atmosphere to encourage reading and studying.  Students may visit the library before school, after school and/or during lunch without a pass.  During class time, a pass from a teacher is required.  

The library provides books, materials, internet access, and assistance to students for research and personal reading enjoyment. To check out library items, students must have a current ID card. Books can be checked out for 3 weeks at a time. Reference books can be checked out overnight. (Late fees are charged for overdue reference books). Newspapers, magazines, etc. are available for use in the library only.  A copier is also available for use, at student expense.

Bookstore

Textbooks and school supplies may be obtained at the Bookstore during designated hours. (7:45 am - 3:30 pm).  Textbooks are on loan to students from the District – textbooks do not belong to the student to whom they are issued.

Students are required to pay for books that are lost or returned in unsatisfactory condition.

Electronic Information Use
These guidelines address issues of privacy, ethical use of information with respect to intellectual property, or using the network for illegal or inappropriate activities.  The smooth operation of the network relies upon the proper conduct of the user who must adhere to strict guidelines.  If a user violates any of these provisions, his or her privileges may be terminated and future access denied.  (District Regulation 1170.1(a))

Cafeteria/Snack Bar

Students may buy breakfast and lunch in the cafeteria/snack bar.  The snack bar is located adjacent to the cafeteria (south end).  All food and drink must be consumed in the cafeteria or ramada area.  FOOD AND DRINK ARE NOT PERMITTED IN HALLWAYS OR CLASSROOMS. 
High school students who are eligible for free or reduced-priced meals may obtain applications from the Counseling Office. Students are expected to exhibit appropriate behavior when eating, and clean up after themselves.

Our desire is student safety from the moment they leave home in the morning until they return safely that afternoon.  This can best be achieved by our working together.

In addition, it is critical that students ALWAYS board and depart the bus at the correct stop.  Students should be at the bus stop 10 minutes prior to the scheduled pick up time.

Bus Regulations

The following regulations apply to all school buses operated by Amphitheater Public Schools.

· The bus driver is in complete charge of his/her vehicle and must be obeyed by all students who ride on his/her bus.  Their authority extends to both loading and unloading.  All adult passengers such as coaches, teachers, monitors, etc., are also under the authority of the school bus driver.

· A time schedule shall be kept on the bus.  Stops not on the schedule shall not be made without the authorization of the Transportation Department, except in the case of an emergency.

· Students must be seated on the bus they are riding and remain seated, facing the front of the bus, while the bus is in motion.

· Students are not to extend hands, arms, heads, or any objects through the bus window.

· Food is not permitted on buses.
· Students must have written permission to leave the bus at a stop other than the usual stop or at school.

· Students shall make every effort to keep the buses clean.

· Students are expected to use appropriate language and voice volume.

· Students, when loading from a bus and crossing to the left side of the road or street, shall pass in front of the bus.

· There shall be no smoking, or use of any tobacco product, by any passenger on a bus.

· Animals, insects or reptiles shall not be transported in a school bus.

· Glass items shall not be transported in a school bus.

· Weapons of any sort, explosives, fireworks, smoke or stink bombs, or any other dangerous objects shall not be transported in a school bus.

· Musical instruments may not occupy needed seating space.  No instrument shall be placed in the driver’s compartment or step-well.  All instruments carried by students shall be under their control at all times and carried on the lap, between seats, or in a vacant seat properly secured.  The aisle is not to be blocked at any time.

· Students, who fail to obey the directions of a bus driver promptly or to obey regulations, may be deprived of the privilege of riding to and from school on a bus.

RIDING ON A SCHOOL BUS IS A PRIVILEGE, NOT A RIGHT

Amphi High School Eligibility Rules for Interscholastic Sports 
The following are some of the more important eligibility rules that are set forth by the Amphitheater District and the Arizona Interscholastic Association (AIA) for its member schools.  Failure to comply with these rules can cause an athlete to be declared ineligible and all contests in which the athlete participated in to be forfeited.
1) Domicile rule - The parent’s domicile is defined as the place where a person has his/her true, fixed and permanent home and to which, whenever absent, he/she has the intention of returning.  A student shall have only one domicile for the purpose of athletic eligibility.

· All students who wish to participate in athletics must have a parent or court-appointed legal guardian domiciled in the Amphitheater High School attendance zone.
· A student who has a court-appointed legal guardian must have the guardianship approved by the Arizona Interscholastic Association (A.I.A.) prior to participation (see the Athletic Director).

· Any exception to the domicile requirement must be approved by the Athletic Office and the AIA prior to participation.  (Please make an appointment to discuss your individual situation).

2) A student is privileged with eligibility for 4 consecutive seasons in each sport or activity and for 8 consecutive semesters after he or she enrolls in the 9th grade (including 9th grade year).

3) A student who is a member of a high school team shall not compete in any other organization in that same sport during the interscholastic season of competition.

4) If a student becomes 19 years of age after September 1st, he or she is eligible to compete for the remainder of that school year if all other qualifications are met.

5) Academic Eligibility - Each high school student must be enrolled in at least five classes to maintain eligibility.  Seniors with 16 or more credits and on track to graduate may be enrolled in four classes to maintain eligibility.

· Nine-Week Grades: Students who receive a nine-week grade of “I”, “F”, “NM”, “NC”, “U” or a GPA of less than 2.0 will be ineligible for at least four and one-half weeks.  A student’s eligibility may not be reinstated prior to the Tuesday of the fifth week.

6) Amphitheater District has a zero tolerance drug philosophy.  Any interscholastic participant who uses, possesses, or transfers alcohol or drugs will be immediately removed from their team for the entire season.
7) All participants must have passed ALL previous semester’s classes.  Students may tryout and practice in an activity, but cannot compete until academic eligibility is restored. (Refer to Rule 5 above).

8)  Students MUST attend all classes on the day of practice or competition.  Exceptions must be cleared through the Athletic Office prior to the absence.  Violation of this rule will result in a period of ineligibility of no less than one competition.  

9) All senior participants must have taken all sections of the AIMS test, prior to being eligible to compete during their 7th and 8th semester of high school. 

10) Each student participant will pay a $25.00 participation fee for each sport/activity in which he/she competes.  This fee is non-refundable after the first contest.
11) Before a participant can TRYOUT or PRACTICE, he/she must have on file a:

· Completed Annual Physical Evaluation Form and Physical Examination Form.

· signed Consent for Interscholastic Participation Form

· signed Amphitheater School District Emergency Card

· copy of Birth Certificate (1st time participants and 9th graders only)

· copy of the last semester report card (1st time participants and incoming 9th graders only)
· signed Acknowledgement of Rules and Terms for Interscholastic Participation Form

· record of a paid Participation Fee

12) Amphitheater District does not provide medical insurance coverage for students who are involved in interscholastic sports. 
The parents/guardians are responsible for all medical costs due to any injury that may occur during normal practice or actual competition.

13) If any student is injured they should see the Athletic Trainer as soon as possible.  The Trainer will assess the injury and may make specific recommendations.  Prior to returning to practice or competition an injured athlete must be cleared by the Athletic Trainer.

14) Students involved in athletics will be issued school equipment.  All equipment is numbered and STUDENTS MUST RETURN THE EXACT EQUIPMENT THEY WERE ISSUED TO AVOID HAVING TO PAY FOR ITS REPLACEMENT. EQUIPMENT/UNIFORM LAUNDRY DIRECTIONS SHOULD BE CAREFULLY FOLLOWED.  

Damage from improper laundering of equipment is the responsibility of the student. If the equipment is not returned within 10 school days following the end of the sport season (whether lost or stolen), you will be automatically charged full replacement value for the equipment.

15) Athletic equipment is not to be worn for personal use. If an athlete is wearing school issued equipment for non-game activities, the equipment will be confiscated.

16) Athletes who are ejected from any contest are ineligible for the remainder of that contest and the next scheduled contest.  Students ejected for a second time are ineligible for the next two contests. A third ejection will result in the student becoming ineligible for the remainder of the sport season.  Athletes who are involved in altercations or disruptions of any kind, before or after the contest, may be subject to a two-game contest suspension.  

17) Athletes who quit an athletic team during the sport season may not tryout for another sport in the same season, and may not tryout for another sport until after the season competition is over for the sport he/she quits.  Exception is a written waiver from the Head Coach from the sport he/she quit.

18) All students will travel to events on district transportation and will abide by all district Transportation rules and regulations.
19) Participation in off-season fundraising does not guarantee a spot on the roster or playing time. Participation in off-season camps does not guarantee a spot on the roster or playing time.
There will be no individual refunds on any funds raised.  All funds go into the team account.

20) The coaching staff in each sport establishes letter award criteria.
Amphitheater District is not responsible for any items or valuables in locker rooms/lockers.

Amphitheater High School will be offering Season Passes for athletic events for the 2010-2011 school year.  If you purchase a pass, it will allow you entrance into all Amphi High School regular season Home events.  The pass is not transferable and will NOT be honored at games played away from home or Gila Region and State Tournaments.
