     In preparing for a new school year, many families have questions 
about supplies.  Each second grade classroom has a set of community-
shared supplies.  These supplies include Elmer’s glue, scissors, pencils, and 
crayons.  We realize, however, that many students prefer to have their own 
set of supplies.  If you would like your child to have personal materials, 
please feel free to provide them.  Listed below are supplied materials which 
may also be donated from home for classroom and individual use. 
 

☺ pencils (Dixon-Ticonderoga are best- yellow #2 only) 
☺ package of cap erasers (pink pearl are best)) 
☺ one pair of scissors (Fiskars are recommended for cutting a                      
    variety of materials) 
☺ one box of crayons (a box of 24 is adequate) 
☺ box of colored pencils (8-12 is adequate) 
☺ glue sticks (6 please) 

     ☺ magic markers (thick and thin) 
 ☺ 2 boxes of tissues 

 
** Individual pencil storage boxes are not supplied, but highly recommended. 
(no larger than 8 inches) 
** Please DO NOT send in Trapper Keepers or other such binders, pens or toy 
topped pencils.  These items take up too much room in a desk or are 
impractical for use by second graders. 
** Due to the limited space we have in our classrooms, we request students DO 
NOT BRING BACKPACKS WITH WHEELS. 
** You may also wish to donate items for the whole class to use.  The supplies 
listed below are always needed and greatly appreciated. 

 √ antibacterial gel or soap 
     √ ziplock baggies (all sizes) 
     √ Baby wipes
