 ADDENDUM for ONLINE LEARNING Fall 2020

In the event we move to remote learning during the school year, the following information will help familiarize you with the classroom routine for online learning: 
• You should expect to engage in the classroom Zoom environment with your webcam activated. If you are not able to use a webcam, please email me and let me know the circumstances. 
• To be admitted into Zoom classrooms, you must have a neutral background, an appropriate environment, be appropriately dressed and ready to learn. Students who are in pajamas, laying in their bed or use an inappropriate background will be exited from the classroom. 
• I will communicate information and/or email students using students’ Amphi Gmail accounts. Student’s Amphi Gmail accounts use the following format: Student_ID_Number@student.amphi.com (Ex. 30012345@student.amphi.com) 
• I will take attendance at the beginning of the class period; thus, it is important to enter class on time. 
• When using Zoom, you will need to use your first initial, last name to identify yourself.  No nicknames please.  
• You will need to follow proper etiquette in both the Zoom and Schoology environments, refraining from inappropriate language or off topic discussions.

Course Description:  This is a beginning level course designed for students who have little or no previous knowledge of the Spanish language.   Students

will learn basic grammar, thematic vocabulary, and aspects of Hispanic culture.  Emphasis will be on speaking, reading & listening for comprehension,

as well as informal writing.

      *  YOU WILL BE EXPECTED TO SPEAK SPANISH in this class  *
Textbook and required materials The textbook we’ll be using is ¡ Avancemos !

All students should  have a copy at home for homework assignments.  You do

NOT need to bring your textbook to class, since I will be assigning you a book for in-class use.  We will also use supplemental resources  to the text, such as cuadernos (workbooks), audio and video programs, & the library language lab.
*    Using translators online can be tricky. If you use an online dictionary, please use Wordreference.com as Google translate often gives the incorrect info.  Do not use verb tenses we haven’t learned in class, because your classmates will not know what you’re saying!
*    In addition, all students MUST have a SEPARATE   3 ring binder  w/ pocket folders for handouts. (Please, NO spiral notebooks).  Your Spanish binder needs to be divided into  four  parts:  GRAMMAR,  VOCAB,  CULTURE, and MAPS and each of these sections must be clearly labeled with a tab.  Be prepared and bring your notebook to class everyday.  Failure to do so will result in loss of pts.
*    Each student must have a supply of paper, pencils w/ erasers, and pens every day in class…NO exceptions.  Please do NOT use gel pens. Blue and black ink pens only.   Do not be a “moocher” and constantly borrower supplies from your classmates !  If you are having trouble acquiring school supplies have your parents contact me.
PLEASE PRACTICE, practice, practice your Spanish daily…15 min. is all I ask (in addition to your homework : )  There are numerous online student resource for daily review to help you practice and improve your Spanish.
CLASSROOM  RULES  &  REGS. (these are not optional)

All guidelines for classroom behavior come under one category:  RESPECT.

You can show respect for your classmates and the teacher by doing the following:
  ►  Arrive ON TIME prepared to learn.

  ►  Turn your cell phone off and put it in your assigned phone pocket before class !

  ►  Be considerate of others and their personal belongings.

  ►  Listen to the teacher and fellow classmates when they speak.
      (Remember, active listening is a crucial part of learning a language)

  ►  Cooperate with classmates in paired and small group activities.

  ►  Be courteous and communicate in a positive manner.

  ►  Be RESPONSIBLE for YOUR OWN ACTIONS !

★Failure to follow above procedures may result in one or more of the following: a detention,  mandatory conference period,  admin. referral,  parental notification.

CELL PHONES:   Cell phone use is prohibited in Spanish class.  Use of them during class time can be disruptive to the learning process.  All cell phones and other electronic devices must be turned off and placed in your assigned phone pocket on the wall while in the classroom.  As stated in the Parent Information Guide for Amphitheater District. ”In order to maintain quality instruction with freedom from distraction, cell phone use is prohibited in IRHS classrooms. The District and its schools are not responsible for the loss or theft of personal items and devices.”  

ATTENDANCE,  MAKE-UP WORK, and  LATE WORK:
My time with you is a precious commodity so your regular and prompt attendance is expected.  Arizona revised statute §15-803 allows that students may miss no more than 10% of instructional time in order to earn credit in a course.  In a 90 day semester, this amounts to 9 days of absences, either excused or unexcused.  After the 9th absence, make-up work for missed assignments will not be accepted.  Absences for official, pre-arranged school events held off campus, do not count toward this total.   
Prior to that, short-term assignments will be accepted when an absence is excused for *legitimate reasons within 24 hours. It is the parents’ responsibility to call attendance office and excuse their child w/in 24 hrs. of absence.  Long-term assignments are due as scheduled, even if an absence is excused.  
It is a student’s responsibility to collect their scribe sheet explaining make up work, at the beginning of the school day upon return from their absence. Do not wait until the class begins to collect your scribe sheet. Additionally, if you are on campus but miss Spanish class due to a STUGO event, you are still responsible for turning in your work due that day and getting your scribe sheet for work you missed.  If you have questions after reading the scribe sheet, please consult with me for information about what was missed during your absence.  

*The state of Arizona considers a legitimate excuse to be one that is due to medical, religious or emergency situations beyond one’s control.  Absences for 18 year-old students who sign themselves out will be considered unexcused unless documentation of one of these situations is provided.

SCRIBES:  When you are absent, a fellow classmate will fill out a “scribe” sheet for you and act as your note-taker for the day you are out.  Your completed scribe sheet & make-up work can be found in the black Scribe box in the front of the room.  Simply look in your class period folder for your personal scribe sheet.  PLEASE read the scribe sheet to be certain you understand the content and  ASK QUESTIONS if you don’t understand ! ! !

You  MUST collect your scribe sheets the morning of the first day you return to school from your absence. You will  have as many days to make up your homework as you were absent.  Tests & quizzes can ONLY be made
up during Advisory periods and after school on early out Wednesdays.  Students earn no credit for any make up work/test/quiz or project due to an unexcused absence.
· The district has mandated a week long period in which to turn in HW assignments. This can be tricky waiting a full week to review answers students have on HW so I will try and assign all work as IN CLASS assignments by giving students ample time (if not the full class period) to complete in-class work. This way we not have to delay lessons while waiting a week for students to complete their work.  Some assignments will be HW and I will clearly explain that students have a week to complete such work.  Projects are assigned several weeks in advance and therefore I do not allow an additional week beyond the due date.
TARDIES:   Students are considered tardy if they are NOT in their assigned seat when the bell rings.  If a student arrives to class after homework has been collected, and without a legitimate pass, the student will receive a “ 0 “ for that assignment.   If a student is more than 10 minutes late, they will be marked absent.
