Tuesday, November 10th, 2020 Deadline for Registration and Deposit Due                           

A $25.00 deposit for each exam is due at the 
time of registration.  You must register 
online via apstudents.collegeboard.org 
using your AP teacher's join code and pay 
for each individual AP exam you intend to 
take at the bookstore. 

A $25.00 deposit or payment in full of 
$95.00 for each AP exam you plan to take 
can be paid through the InTouch (Student 
Fees) option on our IRHS webpage or 
upon returning to in-person learning, 
students can make a payment in the IRHS 
Bookstore in form of cash, check or 
Visa/MasterCard credit/debit card are 
accepted.

To request a late test order, you must see 
Ms. Amonson in the Curriculum and 
Instruction Office no later than Friday, 
March 12th prior to going to the 
Bookstore and registering online for an AP 
exam.  The total amount of $135.00 per 
exam must be paid in full at the IRHS 
Bookstore. 

May 3rd, 2021 - May 14th, 2021 AP Exam Dates
