PRE-TOURNAMENT TENNIS QUIZ REVIEW 

1. Never  SIT DOWN during a game, set or match.

2. Never THROW or carelessly DROP a tennis racket.

3. Never jump, climb or cross over a tennis NET.  Likewise, never SIT on, CLIMB on, or CROSS over the NET.

4. Never intentionally HIT another player with a RACKET  or a BALL.

5. When picking up tennis balls to be put away, pick up as many balls as you can on your racket and WALK them in.  Never HIT balls toward the basket or the ball rack.

6. TALKING on the tennis courts should be kept to a minimum.  In addition, your voice should not carry past the adjacent court.

7. When cleaning up, all balls that left the FENCED court area must be retrieved.  No tennis BALLS shall be left behind.

8. Tennis players should wear clothing with POCKETS for balls.

9. When your ball goes onto an adjacent court, wait until the opponents point has ended and simply say, ‘BALL PLEASE’.

10. Always start the point (as the server) with TWO balls on your body.

11. During match play, never WALK on, through or behind the court during a point.  Wait for the point to END and walk nearest the FENCE at the backcourt.  Use the walkways outside of the fenced area when possible.

12. The SERVER always calls the score before serving the 1st ball of each point.  The serving teams’ score is called FIRST.

13. When reporting a set score, the WINNING team brings the balls in and reports the score.  The winning team’s score is reported first. 

14. At the end of every set or match,  PARTNERS shake hands first, then with their OPPONENTS.  Handshakes with opponents must be OVER the net.  All players say, ‘GOOD GAME’.

15. Never leave your court during a GAME, SET or  MATCH.  If you do, you will FORFEIT the match.  Water and towel breaks are permitted BETWEEN games and sets and must be done on the COURT.

16. When calling lines, it is only your responsibility to call lines on YOUR OWN side of the net. 

17. Lines are considered IN.

18. A ball must hit the ground before it is called IN OR OUT.

19. When a score is disagreed upon, you must go back to the most recent score that all players do AGREE upon.

20. Service takes place from behind the BASE(line).

21. The deuce side of the court is the RIGHT side of the court when you are facing the net.  The other side is the AD court.

22. The serve must land in the appropriate service BOX and must BOUNCE first.

23. The same person SERVES the entire game.

24. When you are serving, you and your partner rotate SIDE toSIDE.

25. When you are receiving, you and your partner rotate FRONT to BACK.

26. A serve that hits the net and falls in the correct service box is called a LET.

27. Missing BOTH of your 2 service attempts and losing the point is called 

a DOUBLE FAULT .
